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Introductory presentation of the history and 
evolution of drilled shafts as prime, subsurface, 
load carrying elements.  Included will be the 
advantages of drilled shafts over conventional 
piles, design parameters and construction 
methods. 

The presentation will include geotechnical 
parameters used in the drilled shaft selection 
process, structural design deliverables for shaft 
design, and sidewall support systems, and will 
provide examples of different excavation/drill 
methodologies, concrete/rebar operations and 
shaft acceptance parameters.
